1 COVID-19 PROVISIONS 
 
The European Committee, given the conditioning situation of the Covid-19 emergency, makes use of the 
ability to make any kind of changes regarding the activity of sports competitions 2020-21, depending on 
the situations that may arise. 
The Committee will shortly have the Covid-19 protocol for the management and conduct of the activities 
concerning behaviour and standards to be respected, temporary changes to the existing rules (Competition 
Regulations, rules of the game, technical regulation). 
The guidelines will be understood as strictly temporary, linked to the current situation and updated 
periodically. The committee will work closely with the Sports Federations and Clubs. 

 
2 DELETING CURRENT REGULATIONS 

2.1 FEMALE LEAGUE CUP  
 
The European Committee, given the major number of registered teams and the situation related to Covid-
19, in derogation, for the 2020-21 season, cancels the current rules with respect to the formula of holding 
the Female League Cup. 
 
2.1.1 NEW FORMULA 

14 registered teams 
 
2 heads of series – Finalists last Female League Cup played 2018-19 (CP Voltregà and Generali HC Palau 
Plegamans) enter the second phase 
12 teams playing a first phase (preliminary phase) with round-trip matches  
Second phase (F4 qualification): 2 groups "all against all" from 4 teams resulting from the draw 
The top two ranked teams from each group enter the Final Four. 

2.2  WS EUROPE CUP 

The European Committee, given the minor number of the registered teams the situation related to the 
Covid-19, in derogation, for the 2020-21 season, cancels the current rules of the WS Europe Cup. 

2.2.1   NEW FORMULA  

23 registered teams 
2 heads of serie – Finalists last WS Europe Cup played 2018-19 (CE Lleida Llista Blava and Hockey Sarzana) 
enter the second phase (1/8 round) 
7 heads of serie – top teams ranked at the national championships according to the classification of ranking 
by nations, which enter the second phase (1/8 round) 
14 teams - unidentified as seeded, playing in the first phase (preliminary round) with round-trip matches 
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3 MODEL OF COMPETITION 

3.1  EUROLEAGUE 

 
3.1.1  Formula 

16 clubs participate in this competition, which consists of 3 distinct phases: 
 
First phase: Group Stage - the teams are divided into 4 distinct groups (A, B, C, D), each consisting of 4 
teams (all against all) with round-trip matches. 
 
Second phase: Quarterfinals - the eight teams classified in the top two of each group of the first stage, play 
round-trip matches 
  
Third phase: Final Four - the four winning teams of the second phase play a final four, to be played in a 
weekend divided into : 
 
Semi-final: 2 games, depending on the matchups where the winning teams enter the Final  
 
Final: Match whose winner will be European Champion. 
 
3.1.2  DEFINITION OF THE "HEADS OF SERIE" OF EACH GROUP OF THE 1ST PHASE 

In the season of 2019/2020, for the reason of the pandemic covid-19, did not finish the championship and 
was not defined national champion, being considered the champion in the previous season (2018 / 2019)  
The "Heads of Serie" for the Euroleague first phase (Group phase) are established by the WSE-RH, taking 
account the: 
- The EUROLEAGUE champion (2018-2019) – SPORTING Club de Portugal  
- National Champion (2018-2019) in European Federation title with the best rankings - Futebol Club do 
PORTO  
- National Champion (2019-2020) in European Federation title with the second best rankings - BARÇA 
- National Champion (2019-2020) in European Federation title with the best third rankings. Italy didn't 
registered the last national champion, so the European Federation title with the best four rankings is France 
and the National Champion (2019-2020) is SCRA SAINT-OMER 
 
3.1.3  RULES OF THE DRAW 

Teams from the same country will not be allowed to be included in the same group, with 
the exception of Portugal's fifth draw. It is drawn from the nation with more teams  
 

Portugal 5 - Spain 4 - France 3 - Switzerland 2 - Italy and Germany 1

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4 WS EUROPE Cup 

 
4.1 FORMULA 
  
23 Clubs participate in this competition, which consists of 4 separate phases 
First phase: Preliminary phase - 14 teams that are not seeded. Qualifying with round-trip 
matches. 
Second phase: 1/8 round – 9 seeded teams and the 7 winning teams of the first phase. Qualifying with 
round-trip matches. 
Third phase: quarterfinals - 8 winning teams from the second phase. Qualifying with round-trip matches. 
Fourth phase: Final Four - 4 winning teams of the third phase, play a Final 4, to be played on a weekend 
divided into: 
 Semi-finals: 2 matches, depending on the matchups where the winning teams enter the Final 
 Final: 1 match whose winner will be WS Europe Cup champion  
 
4.2  DEFINITION OF THE "HEADS OF SÉRIE" 
 
The 2 “ Heads of Serie” are the Finalists of the last WS Europe Cup played (2018-2019), which are entered 
this season:  

CE Lleida Llista Blava (Spain) and Hockey Sarzana (Italy) 
 

They are added to the heads of serie’s group, the 7 teams that correspond to the best ranked following the 
standings of the Ranking for Nations. This group will start the competition from the 1/8 round. 
 
1st: HC Braga (Portugal) – 2nd: Girona HC (Spain) – 3rd: ASD Follonica Hockey 1952 (Italy) – 4th: HC Dinan 
Quevert (France) – 5th: RC Biasca (Switzerland) – 6th: TuS Dusseldorf Nord (Germany) – 7th: RHC Wolfurt 
(Austria)  
 
4.3  RULES OF THE DRAW 
 
The first phase of preliminar round (14 teams) will take place among all the teams registered not identified 
as “Heads of Serie”, with round-trip matches. 
In the draw for the first phase (preliminary), teams from the same country will not be able to meet. The 
second phase, the 1/8 round will be held by draw, between the teams of the group of the “Heads of Serie” 
and the winning teams of the first phase (preliminary round), with round-trip matches. 
The third phase, the quarterfinals, will take place between the winning teams of the second round (1/8 
round) with round-trip matches. 
In addition, in the second phase (1/8 round) the two 2018-19 finalists of the WS Europe Cup will not be 
able to meet.

5 – FEMALE LEAGUE Cup 

 
5.1 FORMULA 
 
14 Clubs participate in the competition which consists of 3 separate phases: 
 
First phase: preliminary phase –12 teams that are not seeded, with round-trip matches  
 
Second phase: group phase – 8 teams divided into two groups of 4 teams each, with concentration group, 
consisting of the seeded teams and the winning teams of the first phase  
 
Third phase: final four - 4 teams, the first two ranked for each group, in the second phase play a Final 4 to 
be played in a weekend divided into: 
 
Semi-final: 2 matches, depending on the matchups where the winning teams enter the Final  
Final: 1 match whose winner will be Female League Cup. 
 
5.2 DEFINITION OF THE "HEADS OF SERIE" 

The two “Heads of Serie” are the Finalists of the last Female League played (2018-2019), which are 
registered this season:  

CP Voltregà (Spain) and Generali HC Palau Plegamans (Spain) 

5.3 RULES OF THE DRAW 
 
The 12 teams with draw meet in the first phase (preliminary phase) with round-trip matches. 
 
In the draw for the first phase, teams from the same country will not be able to meet. 
In the second phase, the winners of the six matches of the first phase (preliminary stage) plus the two 
“Heads of Serie” teams will qualify.
